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The Staff are working hard at settling in all of the children.  There may be times when some children have an “off” day and please don’t worry if this happens.  Some children will take longer to settle than others and it is important to listen to and work with staff to achieve a consistent approach to the problem.  Remember to try not to transfer your anxiety to your child and be careful not to discuss your concerns about settling-in in front of them.

Try and make sure that your child is well rested and healthy as it is unfair to expect a sick or a very tired child to cope with an energetic nursery session
Your child is now bringing home pictures and paintings and it is vital that you admire their work.  We do compile a folder of samples of their work throughout the year that you will receive in June.  We also run a laminating service- A4 size is 50p, A3 size is £1.00. If you are interested in this service please see Mrs. McCormick in the office.

We do encourage the children to be careful and responsible when painting etc., but we also want them to enjoy the experience. The odd accident may sometimes occur so we would ask that you remember to keep a change of clothes in your child’s slipper bag.

Extended Day
This service will begin on Monday 28 September. Parents who have expressed an interest will be receiving a letter shortly.
School Fund
School fund costs £6.00 per month and is paid to your child’s class teacher.  You may pay for the term, if you find this more convenient.   The cost is £6.00 for September, £24.00 for the term (i.e. up to Christmas) or £60.00 for the whole year.

Sweatshirts
Please name sweatshirts – you can imagine how difficult it is to sort sweatshirts out after dressing-up, or in warmer weather.  The children can’t tell us and they all look alike!  A simple pen on the label is all we ask or you can use printed labels if you prefer.

Rhymes
We teach rhymes every month and copies of these are given to parents.  Going over these rhymes with your child is very important reinforcement of what we are teaching in school and the children will enjoy you knowing ‘ their’ special rhymes.  Please turn this experience into a special time for you and your child.

Dough
A copy of our dough recipe is available.  This is good fun to make – dough is very therapeutic and relieves stress!!  That’s why you see all the Staff playing with it!!
Birthday Cake
So that each child feels special on his/her birthday we have a Birthday tin for your child on their birthday or the nearest day to it should the birthday fall on a weekend.

This tin is filled with sweets and these are distributed during story-time.  It has candles on it which are blown out etc. This means you do not need to send cakes/buns or party bags etc. and ensures that all children are treated in the same way.    
P.T.A.
The first P.T.A. Committee Meeting will be held in school on Thursday 24 September at 7.30 p.m.  and I am looking forward to seeing a good turnout.

Books
Lending library books are displayed in the hall areas outside all three classrooms.  Please encourage your child to look after them and return them. These are for the children to borrow and they can make your quiet times with your children very special.  An exercise book is provided for you to record details of the book you borrow.  Parents’ books are also available for borrowing and they can be found in the wooden rack on the wall and at the bottom of the bookcase.  These cover a wide range of subjects and many of our parents in the past have found these interesting and helpful.  Again an exercise book is provided for you.  Do make use of this facility – it is never too soon to encourage your child to enjoy books.
